more.

The death in July, 1979, of the Founder and Musical Director, Mr. Charles T. Scarratt, was a
severe blow. His devotion, vast experience and masterly Musical Direction, were the very corner-
stones of the Society and, for a few months, the future was in the balance. The tremendous efforts of
the following people should be recognised in guiding the choir over the last difficult years.
